Fortunately, Barbara Jacobs hosts California Beauties with this in mind and presents an excellent show and a more relaxed atmosphere.  Barbara is a mother and School Teacher.  Truth be told, she is a hostess.  She dedicates herself to tailoring this event for all parties.  From baby to “seasoned” veteran, she sets up the competition around family values and routines, including those pesky nap times and snack breaks.  Honestly, I think there was only one nap weary tear shed.  Perhaps it was mine.  This family friendly venue boasted a stage large enough for our talented delegates to strut their stuff to pro-am routines, entertainment and supermodel competitions.  For those of us not so talented, the traditional athletic wear and evening gown segments held up to time honored methods of pageant modeling.  

This year’s competition was a tri-state/ regional with some delegates choosing to go on to the Beauties of America competition in the summer of 2006.  With beauties of every color, size, marital status or what-have-you, the states of Arizona, California and Nevada were well represented.  Several delegates were first timers, and placed high in the final scores.  This speaks volumes for Barbara as a director, and her judges for choosing well-rounded delegates regardless of past experience or prior acquaintance.  

Having judged for Mrs. Jacobs in years past, I can vouch for the integrity of the panel.  In today’s pageant world, it’s difficult to find those who are accomplished in the particular style of adjudication requisite for a competition.  Even more difficult to find those who can set aside any past knowledge of a competitor either personal or as seen in the pages of Epiczine and other notable periodicals.  

During the last year I died, was chemically recussitated, survived septic shock, spent a great deal of time bed bound and more than enough time intubated and on a respirator.  To say that I’m still a bit worn out is an understatement.  This was my first foray into live pageant competition in that time span.
